SCOOP Agreement

June 2010

1.  Preamble

Welcome to the Strathnairn retailing group, known as SCOOP.  By signing this agreement you will become a member of a group whose aim is to sell high quality goods made by its members.  All members are expected to contribute their time and effort on an equitable basis.  This includes:

· Staffing the shop

· Sharing, on a rotational basis, the positions of chairperson and secretary for monthly meetings

· Sharing other tasks or activities as may be decided at monthly meetings.

2.  Agreement

By signing this document you agree to the following:

a. To be a financial member of Strathnairn Arts Association Incorporated.

b. To pay a joining fee of $10 towards ongoing costs of the group.

c. To commit yourself to a minimum of 3 months participation in the SCOOP.

d. That all goods you intend to sell will be sighted at a SCOOP meeting to determine the items’ suitability.  

e. All goods accepted for sale shall be clearly labelled using the member’s initials, number of the particular item and cost (eg KC1 $20, KC2 $50….etc).

f. To pay 20% commission to Strathnairn Arts Association on your goods sold through the shop.

g. That the layout and positioning of goods in the shop will be determined by the three-person ‘display’ panel drawn from the SCOOP membership.  If an item is sold or removed from the display, it is to be replaced with an item of a similar nature.

h. To look after the shop on a roster basis.  It is anticipated that this will be a maximum of one day per month to meet the minimum requirement of opening the shop on Saturdays and Sundays from 10 am till 4.30 pm.  Additionally you will be rostered to look after the shop at exhibition openings in the Strathnairn Homestead Gallery. It is anticipated that this will be about once per year.  Should you be unable to meet your roster obligation, it is your responsibility to find another SCOOP member to fill in for the day.

i. To give one month’s notice in writing to terminate your involvement in SCOOP  

Conversely the group may give any member one month’s notice to terminate membership.  Shop roster obligations must be fulfilled during this month.

j. That insurance on a member’s goods against damage, breakage, loss etc is the responsibility of the individual member.

k. To attend monthly meetings to be held at Strathnairn Homestead (dates and times to be agreed by members).  You are required to attend 75% of meetings.

3.  Other Issues

a. Members are considered to be sole traders, and are responsible for their own taxation matters.

b. This agreement may be amended from time to time by a majority vote at a monthly SCOOP meeting.

c. Failure to abide by this agreement may result in the cancellation of membership to SCOOP.
