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Art Outreach Program

Welcome to the Art Outreach Program, a new and innovative approach to art that brings together members of the community in an intergenerational art project.

This program specifically encourages children to use their art as a medium to reach out to the elderly residing in the Canberra Masonic Home based in Holt. 

This is an eight week program consisting of weekly art classes, held at Strathnairn Homestead, and a monthly visit to the Canberra Masonic Home. 

Weekly classes will encourage students to adopt a new focus for painting: the helping of others to engage in art.

Artistic skills are developed naturally through the child’s exploration of material provided in class and through positive interactions between children and nursing home residents. Art history, music, literature, various styles, art forms and approaches are integrated into art classes. 

Children will bring their artwork to nursing homes as gifts and encourage residents to engage in painting. This experience solidifies the idea that art can be used to help others and promote wellbeing, and empowers young artists to go out into the world as facilitators of art activity.

During the final week, an exhibition will be held, showcasing both children’s and elderly residents’ art work.

No experience is necessary, just an interest in art and bringing it into the community. Class sizes are limited to a maximum of 10. There are currently two age groups: 5-8 years and 9-12 years. Beginning at 4.30pm on Tuesdays and Wednesdays in August, each class will last for two hours, including pack up time.  This program will cost $200 upfront, including materials.
